Partners testing
and certifying their applications on Oracle Enterprise Linux will, at most, simply
install their application on Oracle Enterprise Linux and verify the information
described in this data sheet.

Comparing Oracle Enterprise Linux 5 and RHEL5
This data sheet describes the key points that ISVs should consider when installing and certifying their
products on Oracle Enterprise Linux 5.

In general, no changes are required. Some applications may need a minor modification to extend their
installation checks to identify Oracle Enterprise Linux 5. The examples below highlight these areas.

Oracle Enterprise Linux Release 5 - Appendix A of this data sheet includes a complete, detailed list of

all the RHELS5 Server packages Oracle has modified in Oracle Enterprise Linux 5, either to address
trademark/logo compliance issues, or for bug fixes/patches.

Oracle Enterprise Linux Release 5.1 - Appendix B of this data sheet includes a complete, detailed list
of all the RHELS5 Server packages Oracle has modified in Oracle Enterprise Linux 5.1, either to address

trademark/logo compliance issues, or for bug fixes/patches.

Oracle Enterprise Linux Release 5.2 - Appendix C of this data sheet includes a complete, detailed list
of all the RHELS5 Server packages Oracle has modified in Oracle Enterprise Linux 5.2, either to address

Checking /etc/redhat-release

RHELS5 Server provides a text file called /etc/redhat-release which contains a one line string identifying
the specific distribution release. This file is part of redhat-release package. Oracle Enterprise Linux 5
also contains a text file called /etc/redhat-release which is installed by a package called enterprise-
release. The tables below show the data that is present on the initial release of media for each of the
releases of Oracle Enterprise Linux. As of OEL 5.3 we retain the Red Hat content within the file. If an
update is applied to the enterprise-release rpm to the prior releases then redhat-release will revert back to
the Red Hat content as well. The file /etc/enterprise-release is our identifier with Oracle content is also

shown.

If your application checks the actual content of /etc/redhat-release, then it would have to also detect the

changes Oracle has made (the release name has changed); no other change would be required.

Checking for the redhat-release package
Oracle Enterprise Linux 5 does not include the redhat-release package. Oracle provides an enterprise-
release package which installs an equivalent set of files installed by redhat-release on RHELS5 Server.
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However, the enterprise-release package supplied by Oracle Enterprise Linux 5 provides the redhat-
release capability in order to satisfy potential ISV’s dependencies on existence and contents of the

Checking the version of the distribution
An application may check for the version of the distribution. In this case, RHEL5 Server will return
5Server, whereas Oracle Enterprise Linux 5 will return 5.

Applications using the %{version} rpm check would simply have to check for 5, not 5Server.

The preceding items are the only major differences between RHELS5 and Oracle Enterprise Linux 5 that
might impact installation and certification. If your application installer depends on any of the above
checks, you now have all the information needed to make the absolute minimal changes required to
transparently run on both Oracle Enterprise Linux 5 and RHELDS5.

For ISVs That Also Check the Linux Kernel Version

Oracle Enterprise Linux ships with two sets of kernel packages. One with bug fixes added by Oracle and
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another unmodified kernel. The default installation installs the kernel without fixes added by Oracle. The
kernel with bug fixes added by Oracle needs to be manually installed. See the corresponding release
notes for the steps required to install the Oracle kernel.

The Red Hat kernel version is kernel-2.6.18-x.y.z.el5 by default. When custom kernels are built for
resolving customer issues, any other sort of numbering might have been used and shouldn’t necessarily
be relied upon. However, a standard RHN release kernel is of the above format.

Oracle Enterprise Linux 5 keeps the exact same kernel versions and adds more digits at the end to
identify potential fixes incorporated. As always, these fixes are applied only if they are critical fixes not
yet applied by Red Hat, and Oracle considers the issues fixed as being important for customer scenarios.
Oracle always provides all fixes to Red Hat and the community in the hope that they will be
incorporated in a future release. Oracle does not have more than a handful of patches applied at any
given time.

For applications that ship binary kernel modules or check a specific kernel release, uname -a or rpm -q

kernel will return this difference.

Full, Verified KABI Compliance

Oracle Enterprise Linux 5 is fully kKABI compliant with RHELS5 Server. In fact, scripts exist to double
check if any patch that were to be applied would have any chance of breaking kABI, and Oracle verifies
if this would be the case. These verifications are the same as what Red Hat would do.

Any comparison between any kernel of Oracle Enterprise Linux 5 and RHEL 5 will show absolutely no
difference in kABI. Kernel modules built for any RHELS5 kernel that load on any other RHELS5 kernel
(since original release) will also load on any kernel released for Oracle Enterprise Linux 5.

When purchasing Oracle Unbreakable Linux support, customers could already have a version of RHEL
installed or they could start with Oracle Enterprise Linux. Whichever is the case, customers receive
Oracle Unbreakable Linux support for exactly the same set of packages.

Compatibility

The preceding information compares Oracle Enterprise Linux 5 and RHELD5, and highlights areas that
are of importance to application vendors from a testing and certification point of view. If your
application relies on any of the above examples, you now have all the information on what little needs to
change.

If your application does not rely on any of the above examples, it will run transparently and Oracle is
confident that re-certification isn’t necessary.
