Key Features

SQL Developer has three main navigation tabs. fifse the Connections
navigator, allows users to browse database objectsisers they have access to.
The second is a Reports navigator, where usersucapredefined reports or create
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and add their own reports. The third, the Filesgeter, is the latest addition and
allows users to browse their file system and ojden €lirectly in SQL Developer.
Whenever data is presented, users can export tagalearious formats, including
INSERT statements, SQL Loader, CVS, text and XML.

Creating and Editing Objects

Users can connect to any target Oracle databasenschsing standard Oracle
database authentication. The latest release aftovexiditional advanced
authentication methods, such as LDAP and OS Auitegian. Once connected,
users can create, edit and update database olfjeatew objects are created or
existing objects edited, the DDL for those adjusitaés available for review. An
Export DDL option is available for users wantingcteate the full DDL for one or
more objects in the schema.

SQL Worksheet

The SQL Worksheet supports the creation of SQLSBIL/ and SQL *Plus
commands. These can be run individually or contsesly. A SQL History option
makes recalling previous commands easy, while #pdalh Plan option allows

users to see the execution plan for selected statismiThe SQL Worksheet supports
the ability to generate trace information throulgl Autotrace option.

PLSQL Editing and Debugging

In this robust editing environment, users can eread edit PL/SQL, take advantage
of the code formatting, add bookmarks and use @wight. When it comes to
debugging PL/SQL, breakpoints, smart data, a dednugtgck and watches are all
available. These features allow the user to se¢ak point and run and test the
code, supplying alternate data at runtime whileugging.

Creating PL/SQL in the editor or using the SQL Wabriet is made easier by the
availability of snippets. Snippets are code fragmmesuch as SQL functions,
optimizer hints or miscellaneous PL/SQL programntechniques, which users can
drag onto the PL/SQL Editor or the SQL Worksheet.

Reporting

SQL Developer provides a number of predefined rspaivout the database and its
objects. Any report can be pushed over to a SQtKgfmet and manipulated
further. SQL Developer allows users to createe sawd share user-defined reports
for repeated use. Report styles include chartsrzaster-detail reports.

Version Control

SQL Developer provides tight integration with théSand Subversion version
control systems. Users can open files in SQL Dmyesl and bring them under
version control. Once under version control, fitas be checked out, modified and
checked back in.

Migration from Third Party Databases

Oracle SQL Developer incorporates the Migration Kéench, providing users with
the ability to migrate database objects and data fMySQL, Microsoft SQL
Server, Microsoft Access and Sybase Adaptive S¢ov@racle.

SQL Developer captures detail from the third-padyabase into a repository.

This is then used for the DDL script theg¢ns run to create the new objects
in Oracle. The final stage of migration is to naigr the data to the newly converted
objects.

Instead of following this stepwise approach to miigm, SQL Developer also offers
a Quick Migrate wizard that completes the procegisout further interaction from
the user.

The Migration Workbench provides a Translation Sdrd&ditor where users can
enter third-party database SQL statements andlatarttem to their Oracle
equivalent. A Translation Difference Viewer prowsde full-color side-by-side
comparison of the original and translated SQL code.

Architecture

SQL Developer was developed in Java leveragingitiaele JDeveloper IDE. As
such, it is the first independently branded prodhasted on this IDEThere is a
separate distributioavailable bundled with JRE 1.5, with an additiotealls.jar
to support Windows clients. Non-Windows clientsyonéed JDK 1.5 (update 6 or
later) or JDK 1.6 (update 3 or later).
