IP_ MESSAGE_TYPE

The IP_MESSAGE_TYPE structure contains the Trading Partner information required
by Oracle B2B in order to properly process a document. This structure is included with
all in/out bound messages placed on the internal Oracle AQ Delivery Channels. For
JMS this structure is defined in the JMS Properties and for File/FTP this structure is
defined in the filename.

Description

MSG_ID

A unique identification for the message.
e Assigned by Trading Partner (inbound messages)
e Assigned by middleware process (outbound message)

INREPLYTO_MSG_ID

The MSG_ID received when responding to a previous message.
e Assigned to Null if the middleware is initiated the message
e Assigned to the MSG_ID when in response to previous message

FROM_PARTY

The Trading Partner who is sending the message.
e Assigned to the Host Trading Partner.

TO_PARTY

The Trading Partner who is to receive the message
e Assigned to the Remote Trading Partner defined in Oracle B2B if
the middleware is initiated the message
e Assigned the FROM_PARTY if the message is a response

ACTION_NAME

The Business Action that defines the document can be null.

DOCTYPE_NAME

The Document Type as defined in Oracle B2B ex: “850”

DOCTYPE_REVISION

The Document Revision as defined in Oracle B2B ex: “4010”

MSG_TYPE

Assigned to 1, 2, 3 or for base on message type
