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Announcing Oracle E-Business Suite Enterprise Command Centers —
April 2026 Update

Oracle is pleased to announce the April 2026 update of the Oracle E-Business Suite Enterprise
Command Centers, a set of tightly integrated, information-rich dashboards that help Oracle E-
Business Suite users identify, analyze, and act on priority transactions without the need for custom
operational reporting.

Since the initial release of the Enterprise Command Centers in October 2018, Oracle has delivered
regular updates, enhancing the user experience and expanding analytical capabilities across the
suite.

Enterprise Command Centers are central to the E-Business Suite 12.2 modern user experience,
providing intuitive, business intelligence-style dashboards from which users can begin their E-
Business Suite sessions.

Highlights of the April 2026 Update

General Ledger Command Center: Manage Budgetary Control in Budget Dashboard

The updated Budget Dashboard now consolidates budget, actual, and encumbrance data, providing
a comprehensive view of fund allocation, utilization, and remaining balances.

Users can identify variances, assess overspending risks, and analyze how funds are reserved and
consumed across departments. With support for parent accounts and statistical balances, the
dashboard extends insights beyond monetary budgets, delivering improved governance,
transparency, and financial control.

Enterprise Command Center Framework Enhancements

The April 2026 update introduces several enhancements to the Enterprise Command Center
Framework that improve usability, data analysis, and overall user productivity:



¢ Compare Data Across Multiple Data Sets in One View: Analyze values from different
sources side by side within a single component, enabling real-time comparisons, such as
Budget vs. Actuals or Subledger vs. General Ledger, without requiring data model changes
or SQL.

¢ Navigate Drill-Down Data in Drawers Using Breadcrumbs: Track navigation paths during
multi-level exploration and quickly move between levels or return to the main dashboard
without losing context.

¢ Configure Waterfall Charts with Custom Labels and Legends: Tailor chart presentation
with configurable labels and optional legends, improving clarity and alignment with
business terminology.

o Copy Field Values from Dashboard Components: Capture individual values with a single
click for use in emails, spreadsheets, or other applications, streamlining common
workflows.

o Filter Grid Data Without Affecting Dashboard Context: Refine data within specific grid
components while preserving the broader analytical view, enabling more focused
investigation.

o Identify and Access Drill-Down Metrics Using Visual Indicators: Highlight actionable
metrics with visual cues, making it easier to recognize and navigate to additional detail.

Easy Deployment with Oracle E-Business Suite 12.2

You can add Enterprise Command Centers to Oracle E-Business Suite 12.2 with minimal setup or
effort. Using a simple, all-in-one installer, you can rapidly deploy Enterprise Command Centers
and achieve seamless, out-of-the-box integration with E-Business Suite applications.

Unlike a traditional data warehouse that requires replication of security setups from the
transaction system, Enterprise Command Centers automatically adhere to existing E-Business
Suite security. The dashboard content the user sees is consistent with E-Business Suite context and

security.
Deployment Details

The Oracle Enterprise Command Center Framework Release 12.2 V16 Quick Install for Linux
x86-64 is currently available via My Oracle Support Patch 38792278. It can be applied to Oracle E-
Business Suite Release 12.2.4 and higher.

Instructions for installing the Oracle Enterprise Command Center Framework and for integrating
the available command centers with Oracle E-Business Suite are in “Installing Oracle Enterprise
Command Center Framework, Release 12.2 V167, CMOS Article ID KA980. The same document
