Zero training monitoring of data quality KPIs
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The Dashboard in EDQ provides a view of published Data Quality Metrics, tailorable for
each user

It is designed to provide a zero training user experience, so that any stakeholder can
access Data Key Performance Indicators (KPIs), bringing DQ initiatives out of the back
office

Results are presented in a simple traffic light format

Results are trended so that metrics can be monitored over time to verify the return on
Investment in Data Quality improvement measures

Results can be aggregated in a number of ways
